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Experience and Opportunities

Synex is well established as a private power producer and has constructed, owned and operated a range of power
projects in British Columbia and elsewhere in North America, some of which have been sold for prices well above the
amount invested.

The electrical energy business is a growth sector in Canada with increasing emphasis on ógreenenergyô,which fits well
with the years of experience of the Company in the design and development of hydroelectric power projects and related
facilities.

In past years, the Company was involved in providing an inventory of potential hydroelectric projects in British Columbia
for a government agency, which provides significant insight into the small hydro power potential of the Province.

The Company was involved in the implementation of the Forrest Kerr Project located in Northern, British Columbia, by
providing technical expertise and guidance and as a result had a financial gain of about $2.0 million.

The Company purchased and upgraded a regulated electrical utility in southeastern British Columbia and operated it
successfully for eight years before it was acquired by BC Hydro. Building on this specialized experience, the Company,
in May 2006, completed the Kyuquot regulated utility, located on the west coast of Vancouver Island.

Synex was a pioneer in the private power business in British Columbia and is well placed to share in the growth of this
burgeoning business sector. It has the advantage of having the in-house capability of its consulting engineering group,
an advantage that is not available to most of the developers in the private power sector.

The Company presently owns and operates two hydroelectric facilities the Mears Plant and the Cypress Plant located
near Gold River on the west coast of Vancouver Island; the Kyuquot regulated utility on the west coast of Vancouver
Island; holds a 12.5% interest in the China Creek Plant located near Port Alberni on Vancouver Island; and holds a 10%
interest in the Ptarmigan Creek Plant located near McBride in east-central British Columbia.

Construction is underway on the 4.4 MW Barr Creek Hydro Project, located on Vancouver Island near Tahsis. BC Hydro
has awarded an Electricity Purchase Agreement to Synex for the Barr Creek Project. This project has a target
commercial operation date of late 2011.

The Company will continue to respond to the BC Hydro ñStandingOffer Programòfor electricity purchase agreements for
projects with an installed capacity of less than 10 MW and has a number of water licence applications on Vancouver
Island and near Prince Rupert, British Columbia.
